Amplifying Youth Voice, 
Leadership and Action



SOA Youth Leadership
SOA empowers passionate young leaders advancing 

grassroots ocean solutions by providing capacity building, 

funding, and tools to scale their impact and grow a global 

movement for ocean leadership.

● Youth-led Hubs drive ocean action that are

both locally relevant and globally impactful.

● Fellowships offer mentorship and leadership

capacity building for early career ocean leaders.

● Microgrants fund youth-led projects advancing 

ocean health and community

impact.

● Annual convenings, like the Our Ocean Youth 

Leadership Summit, unite youth around global 

campaigns such as the Deep Sea Mining 

Moratorium.

By providing funding, mentorship, capacity building, 

and a lifelong community, we foster youth leadership and 

cultivate ocean communities through a distributed model 

grounded in climate justice, and compassionate action.



Global Hub Network
SOA’s Global Hub Network increases youth 

engagement in ocean sustainability and 

empowers them to take action on pressing 

ocean issues.

SOA Hubs are youth-led, action-oriented groups organized 

around regional locations or university affiliations that drive 

actions for ocean health and sustainability. These hubs 

serve as platforms for local youth to engage in local ocean 

restoration projects, collaborate with their coastal 

communities, develop their advocacy skills, and carry out 

grassroots initiatives. Hubs are volunteer groups which 

have access to SOA funding, network tools, regional 

exposure, policy campaign support, and mentorship.  

As of 2025, SOA has 80+ active hubs across 48 

countries with over 400 Hub leaders and 3,000 members.



Ocean Leaders Fellowship

The Ocean Leaders Fellowship (OLF), the next 

evolution of SOA’s youth engagement programming, is 

dedicated to empowering the next generation of ocean 

conservation and climate leaders by equipping early-

career professionals from around the world with critical 

skills, opportunities, and networks necessary to 

advance impactful initiatives. 

OLF is rooted in building the essential skills –

leadership, collaboration & cultural competence, 

resourcefulness, and storytelling – that are crucial for 

young professionals to develop in order to become 

effective ocean leaders.



Youth Policy & Advocacy
Youth-led advocacy initiatives that bring 

urgency, equity, and lived experience to 

international decision-making forums, 

ensuring the next generation has a seat at 

the table.

Global Moratorium on Deep-Sea Mining
Expand momentum in support of the campaign against deep-sea mining, 

specifically by conducting outreach and advocacy in Asia and Africa to 

increase the number of countries standing for a moratorium or precautionary 

pause against deep-sea mining.

Ratification of the High Seas/BBNJ Treaty
Leverage SOA’s global community to advocate regionally for the ratification of 

the Biodiversity Beyond National Jurisdiction (BBNJ) Treaty to conserve and 

sustainably use marine biodiversity in areas beyond national jurisdiction.

Advancing 30 x 30 Through Marine Protected Areas 
(MPAs)
Advance the global 30x30 Initiative to protect 30% of the planet’s ocean by 

2030 by engaging in key regions and with champion countries, focusing on 

high-impact, biodiversity hotspots and community mobilization & engagement.

A High-Ambition Global Plastics Treaty
Leverage SOA’s global community to advocate for the continued 

negotiations and agreement around a high-ambition Global Plastics Treaty, 

including implementation planning and stakeholder engagement.

Integrating Ocean to Advance Climate Ambition
Advocating at national and local levels for increased integration of ocean into 

climate mitigation and adaptation strategies, including Nationally Determined 

Contributions (NDCs). Additionally, advocating for more systemic ocean and 

youth inclusion into the UN Climate Change Negotiations.



• After years of hard work, dedication, and 

participation, SOA received official Observer 

Status at the International Seabed Authority 

(ISA) in 2023. We are the first youth-led 

organization to be recognized as an ISA 

Observer.

• SOA has successfully influenced key 

governments (e.g. Peru) to adopt pro-

moratorium positions. During the July 2024 

ISA meeting, SOA fielded the second-largest 

delegation of any organization.

-Portugal: SOA youth coalitions contributed to the creation of the 

largest MPA network in the North Atlantic around the Azores 

-Mexico: Advancing the Dos Mares campaign, a proposed MPA 

where the Pacific Ocean meets the Sea of Cortez. 

THE FIRST YOUTH-LED MARINE PROTECTED AREA 

CREATION

-Over a decade of advocacy by SOA youth leaders and partners 

culminated in the designation of the Mar Tropical de Grau National 

Reserve in 2024. 

IMPACT AND FUTURE 

-Scaling Campaigns: Expanding globally coordinated youth 

campaigns in priority regions (Asia, Africa, Mediterranean) where 

political will and marine protection remain limited.

-Long-Term Leadership: Cultivating the next generation of ocean 

policy leaders to sustain and expand protections through training, 

mentorship, and hands-on policy engagement.
